
Dear Parents of the Class of 2006:

Following a tradition of many years, the Harding Shield will offer personal ad space to parents of our seniors.  
 

COST:  There are two price levels.  Ads received IN FULL (including all pictures) on or before Monday, 
Sept. 9, are charged LOWER PRICES.  We offer this price cut to give you an incentive to turn the ad in early, 
as we must have approximately 70 pages of our book ready for the mid-October deadline, and it s̓ hard to scrape 
up 70 pages of material that early unless we have a large number of ads.  Because these ads MUST be able to 
be shipped during Fall Break, we cannot give the price break unless you turn in the COMPLETE AD, including 
ALL the pictures you want printed on the page.  (For this reason, youʼll need to order senior pictures early from 
Holland Studios if you intend to include them in your ad.)
 

     Full page = $185  Half page = $110  Quarter page = $75  Eighth page = $55
 

Ads received after Sept. 9 will be charged at a slightly higher rate.
 

     Full page = $200  Half page = $125  Quarter page = $90  Eighth page = $70
 

These prices are for ads with NO MORE THAN FIVE PHOTOS.  Each additional photo is $5.00.
 

If you can pay in full when you place the ad, it is simpler for us.  However, if you prefer, you may pay a 50% 
deposit, and we will bill you for the balance during the second semester (in late February or early March).
 

AD DEADLINE:  ALL ad materials must be received at Cherry Road by Monday, October 18. 
 

AD DESIGN:  Please choose an ad from the 2004 or 2005 Shield as a basic pattern. These patterns are 
stored in our computers and make it easier for the students to work with the layouts.  Modifications are allowed, 
such as eliminating or adding a picture, substituting picture for copy, etc.  When choosing your pictures and 
layouts, PLEASE KEEP IN MIND THAT A HORIZONTAL PICTURE OF YOUR STUDENT WITH HIS 
NEW CAR WILL NOT FIT IN THE VERTICAL SLOT  SHOWING  SOMEONE ELSE DUNKING A 
BASKETBALL.   In addition, lengthy messages often require a small font; brevity may be a better option.  See 
the last page of this letter for more design instructions.  
 

RETURN OF PHOTOS: We intend to return All photos at the yearbook presentation in May, BUT please do 
not send us irreplaceable pictures.  If Fed Ex loses a package, or the Walsworth plant burns, or the journalism 
room floods . . . you get the idea. 
 

SUBMISSION OF ADS:  In a large envelope, include all photos and written materials.  On the outside of 
the envelope, clearly mark your studentʼs name with the page number and year of the ad you are using for a 
design pattern.  Please include a rough sketch indicating where you want the pictures placed.  You may have 
your student bring it to the journalism room (211) during 7th period, or you may drop it at the front desk with 
Mrs. Gregory; if you drop it off in the office, please mark the envelope “Shield Staff.”  DO NOT MAIL THE 
MATERIALS.  We have had ads lost in the mail.
 

SUBMITTING DIGITAL PICTURES:  We will be happy to accept pictures in a digital format burned to a cd.  
Images should be in JPG format with a resolution of 225 or higher.   Although ads will all be printed in black 
and white, your originals may be color or black and white. 
 

A checklist is printed on the back of this letter to aid you as you design your ad and compile the components.  
Be sure to include your phone number so that we can call you with any questions that may arise.

Helpful Hints:

1. Size of original does not matter. We will automati-
cally enlarge or reduce as necessary.

2. DO NOT CUT THE PICTURES. DO NOT 
WRITE ON THE SURFACE OF THE PICTURES. 
These actions may result in unusable pictures! You may 
indicate preferred cropping areas by describing (see #4 
above) or by marking with Post-It notes. Otherwise, we 
will use our own judgement as to the best presentation.

3.  It is easy to get carried away when choosing pictures 
and think you MUST have all two dozen pictures in the 
ad. Remember that a large number of pictures results in 
smaller pictures. We will be glad to use as many pictures 
as we can cram in the space, but this approach does not 
always result in the best look.
